CALENDAR

HEALTH POLICIES

For sanitation reasons, we request that disposable
diapers be used at preschool. All three and four year
olds are required to be potty trained.

LUNCH AND
FOOD POLICIES

Lunches are sent from home and should be easy-
to-eat finger foods. Lunches should include drink
and all utensils needed. Lunches should not re-
quire any special preparations or refrigeration.
All containers should be plastic and labeled.
Food regulations are outlined in the parent hand-
book.

Special snacks may be requested by teachers to
go along with our unit of studies. Special snacks
may be served for birthday celebrations, but
arrangements should be made with the teacher in
advance.
